The church maintains continuity with the apostles and 

with [ancient] Israel by faithful obedience to God's call. 

In each time and place there are particular problems and crises through which God calls the church 

to act. The church, guided by the Spirit, humbled by its own complicity and instructed by all 

attainable knowledge, seeks to discern the will of God and learn how to obey in these concrete 

situations.
